Through dialogue with the higher education sector, the programme seeks to
understand what a healthy, thriving research system looks like and how an assessment
model can best form its foundation.

The work strands include evaluating the REF 2021, understanding international
research assessment practice, and well investigating possible evaluation models and
approaches, to identify those that can encourage and strengthen the emphasis on
delivering excellent research and impact, and support a positive research culture, while
